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How They Work:


Green Accountability Tags will be given to the Accountability Officer upon arrival at a scene.  At a scene with 3 or more departments called, the Coordinators will bring a scanner when they respond.  The scanner will keep track of how many responders are there, which department each responder is with, the time they arrive and left the scene, and what location they were sent to. This will save time and effort on paperwork later!
The Accountability Officer will collect, scan, and hold on to the Green Tag until the volunteer leaves the scene.  The tag will be scanned again before they leave.  

Red Tags will be given by the responder to the Entry Officer in charge of who goes in and comes out a burning structure.  Upon leaving the structure, you will be given your Red Tag back and you will then give it to the person in charge of Rehab.  Once you have been cleared from Rehab, you will receive your Red Tag back.  
Rehab is available to all responders on the scene.  Your 2nd tag, whatever its color, is handled the same for Rehab.

Yellow Tags are for Exterior Firefighters.  EMT’s will get blue tags.  White means you have no firematic training and Striped will signify you are a Junior, Explorer or Venturer.
The Accountability Tag usage was adopted years ago in the Chautauqua County Mutual Aid Plan, and the recent “small” changes have brought us up to NIMS Compliance along with being uniform with other Counties in the State.
